LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

March 23, 2009

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:02pm with all members of the board present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – Ford, abstain, Canfield, yes, Burnett, yes.
Public Participation

Cemetery 

Klocek said that new mulch was purchased the Vet’s Park playground area would have to be dug out, black paper laid down and then the mulch.  Spray needs to be put down twice a year to stop the weeds and trees from growing.  Discussion was held on the type of mulch to use or rubber tires or ground rubber produced locally.  Rubber tires are .15 a pound but no price was given for the rubber mulch.  Prices will be checked.  No action was taken.


One funeral was held and three lots sold.  They have been mowing and weed eating and straightening monuments with the help of the road department.


The next dumpster is September 19.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the July report for the Fire Department.  He has again visited the high school and after three years they are still having problems with their alarm system.  It has gone off with so many false alarms any more only a handful of firemen show up.  We could start charging for the false alarms in the near future.


The department participated in a simulation with EMH American Cardiology Foundation.  He thanked Michelle’s Café for the use of their restaurant for training.  The First Baptist Church held an appreciation dinner for the Department and collected an offering of $785.00 as a donation.  


After discussion Canfield motioned to approve up to five people attend the Wayne County Fire School at a cost of $80.00 each, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


An estimate on repairing the tanker has been received in the amount of $1500.00 to replace the valve on the drain pump.  Burnett motioned to approve the cost; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Fourteen pagers were received through the County grant, however the pagers were ordered without memory.  The memory is necessary in case the responder does not here the entire call or needs the address enroute.  The cost of upgrading all fourteen pagers is $100.00 per pager and all would have voice memory.  Also requested were three headsets for use on scene when using the pumper or when other noise prohibits hearing or speaking on the radios.  Canfield noted it is against our policy to operate equipment when driving vehicles and these would be necessary.  Canfield motioned to approve the purchases; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Rader asked for an executive session to discuss personnel matters.


Straub gave the EMS report for July.  By the end of August the department will surpass the total runs provided for all of last year.  He would like to purchase an IO drill with grant funds in the amount of $1200.00 which would come with drills, needles, cast, stabilizers and training bones.  Canfield motioned to approve the purchase; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Road Department


The road bids are currently at the Prosecutors office for signing.  French reported they are working on Whitney Road widening one foot on each side and the stone is here for chip and seal projects.  


French noted that several barrels and lights have been stolen from road projects so he will be cutting back on safety warnings while still following ODOT regulations.



He is working with Penfield Township on the Webster Road Issue II project and needs a work session with the trustees to look at ditches and where tile is needed.  No action was taken.
Zoning


 Sigmund was absent but Moore reported that the hearing by the Appeals Board for the pizza dough home business on Whitehead Road has been continued until August 18th.  Moore reported that the work session called by the trustees was held with the two boards to work out a few issues.

Burnett apologized for missing the work session they called on August 3 but stated that he was doing a job for his business that had come up.  Canfield stated that she was working that night and Ford did not know about the meeting.  No trustees were present for the work session.

Dave Roberts of Indian Hollow Road asked about the EPA results on the property on Indian Hollow Road.  No information was available at this time.  He also expressed concern over the school road which exits on 303 and kids walking each side of the road. He has had to stop his semi truck several times because of kids in the road and thought there needed to be signs or sidewalks in the area.  He asked why the school put in sidewalks to 303 when there was no place for the kids to walk. Burnett noted that that is township property where no sidewalks are required and the township cannot improve private property and he did not know the school installed sidewalks going to 303.  Burnett will check with the superintendent on this issue.
Fiscal Officer


Financial reports for July were presented for review.  Revenue for EMS runs has surpassed the budgeted amount for the year.  Discussion was held on Trick or Treat night.  Burnett motioned to hold it on Thursday, October 29 from 6-7:30pm; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Canfield reported no meeting had been held.
LORCO


Canfield reported Fred Alspach is retiring and no replacement will be hired until they are finished with their court case.
RLCWA


Burnett reported that their meeting is this coming Wednesday.  He noted that no discussion has been held on taking over the water in Pheasant Run.  Dave Moulder asked why they are working in other counties running new lines when the water pressure here in LaGrange is so low.  Burnett said he will ask at the meeting and find out their theory.  The current 6% water increases are part of a five year plan with another 6% increase next year.  Tap fees have also been raised to $3000.00.  This is the first increase in 22 years.
