LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

September 14, 2009

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present. Ford motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting with corrections; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Sheriff Dept.


Deputy Renendez was present to discuss the importance of the sales tax passage in November.  The sales tax has been earmarked for the Justice system and will restore the road patrols and full time legal guidance in the Prosecutors Office.  Canfield motioned to support the passing of the sales tax issue and stressed the importance of the road patrols and availability of the legal counsel in the Prosecutors’ Office to the township.  Ford seconded the motion.  Burnett commented that the Board has a responsibility to the residents of the township and responsible people are needed on the Board of Commissioners to decide how the money is best spent.  He felt that they are holding the Sheriff hostage to get the tax passed but hopefully it will be true that the tax money will restore the department back to the 2006 level for the residents. Roll call – all yes.

Public Participation

Kim Strauss was present from the Village to discuss the sidewalk issue on Route 303 and the students walking on the road.  Council has approved spending funds to install a sidewalk and bridge in the right of way for the students to walk on because it is a safety issue.  The school has installed a sidewalk out to the right of way but no sidewalks are installed in the township because they are not required.  He stated that the school can also participate and would like the township to be part of the project to save all some money.  Burnett noted that the township cannot spend money to improve private property but he will check with the Prosecutor with the legality issue.  Strauss said that the village had to vote that it is a safety issue and that Moulder's are willing to give a permanent easement for the sidewalk.  Estimated cost for each entity is $8000.00.

Strauss also asked why the township set trick or treat on Thursday night when Halloween is on Saturday.  The board answered that a letter was received over a month ago asking all entities to have it on Thursday and that’s what they did.  Now the Community Alliance states that everyone should have it on Saturday.  Burnett motioned to change the date of trick or treat and hold it on Saturday, October 31 which the Alliance requests, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Strauss was asked why the village does not install sidewalks on the east side of 301 at the railroad.  He stated that that means dealing with the railroad as it is their right of way and they have been trying to work with them for four years with no results.  
Cemetery 

Klocek reported on funerals and lots sold.  He has been pouring cemetery pads.  The next dumpster is September 19.  The Historical Society will hold their 5th annual Arts and Treasurers show on Saturday, September 26th at the fire station.  They invited the trustees to attend or display anything of interest.  Both the old and new fire station will be used for displays.

Canfield noted that a resident commented on the good work that was being done in the cemeteries straightening the headstones.


Burnett reported that West Insulation who is making the mulch from recycled rubber roofs has offered to match the price of the wood mulch at .15 a pound.  They are also willing to donate some additional mulch every year as it settles.  Klocek said that they need to dig out the old mulch, put down matting and kill the weeds before new mulch is installed so this will have to wait until spring because of road work being done.  Burnett noted that one of the salesmen is willing to attend a meeting to discuss the mulch and he will have him look at the park prior to attending.
Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the August report for the Fire Department.  He noted that he placed a book case in his office which is his property for future reference.

He thanked Authorized Transmissions for use of their property for a class with Carlisle on extrication.


Straub gave the August report for the EMS department.  They have had more than 30 runs over the 2008 amount to date.  


Straub presented the trustees with information from Stryker cots and stair chairs.  The current cots and chairs are outdated but they will give us a $500.00 credit towards the purchase.  The cost of the new cots is $5215.00 each and the cost of the stair chairs is $2359.65 with a 4.5% increase due on October 1.  Burnett motioned to purchase two cots and two stair chairs at a cost of $15150.04 including delivery, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call –all yes.

Road Dept.


French reported that they are in the process of chipping and sealing various roads.  Oil prices are high this year and the total cost should come in at about $25,000.00 for all the roads.  They are again working with Elyria Township and Carlisle Township and will also do the cemetery drive and the little parking lot by the new fire station.  The Park Board wants the drive and new parking lot done which they will pay for.


French contacted Karvo Paving about the work they contracted for on Whitney Road.  They did not show up so he will contract them again.

They will be working on the Biggs Road culvert between Wheeler and Indian Hollow.  A new welder is needed for the garage.  Cost will be about $350.00.  


Discussion was held on the old wrought iron fence from the cemetery.  French stated that he was tired of moving it around and something needs to be done.  The board discussed put it up for bid and also placing it in an auction if one was available.  No action was taken.

Zoning


Sigmund was not present but was attending a meeting at Pheasant Run with their Board, members of the Zoning Board and members from Lorain County Planning in regards to implementing zoning regulations for wind turbines.

The financial reports for August were presented for review for the next meeting.  .

Burnett stated that the new replacement of water lines has increased water pressure to residents on Whitehead Road south of Whitney, both sides of Peck Wadsworth and Webster and Whitney.
