LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

August 24, 2009

This was a regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of LaGrange Township.  Chairman Burnett called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last meeting with corrections; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call –all yes.

Public Participation


Mr. Roberts of Indian Hollow Road asked if any results were decided on the school situation on Route 303 with the students walking down the road.  Burnett stated that he did not talk to Mr. Freidt but the Village is also discussing the problem.  The township has no sidewalk regulations and cannot improve private property.  He suggested that the village and township meet to discuss the problem because it is a safety issue and being a short distance maybe the two entities can come up with something.  A sidewalk needs to be put on the Moulder property and a bridge would need to be installed.  Rita Ruot suggested maybe a PTA group or other association at the school could help fund or get the project going.
Fire and EMS


Chief Rader presented an updated roster for the departments to the board.  He reminded all that they must complete the NIMS and incident command class for grant funding.  He also reported that a representative from Striker will be present tomorrow for a demonstration if anyone wants to attend.

Zoning 


Sigmund reported two permits had been issued for pole barns.  A continuance was given to the home occupation request of Mr. Salazi until he could file a variance request for square footage and employee requirements.  The EPA and county health inspector have visited the property.  After the last meeting their attorney stated that they were possibly looking at another location for the business.

Sigmund reported that he was asked to pursue a trucking business owned by Randy Moyse, Sr. on Diagonal Road.  At the time of the home occupation request he had seven vehicles and now he is down to three.  At the time of the granting of the home occupation, no stipulations were put on his business.


The health issue on the Rader property on Indian Hollow Road is waiting on an EPA ruling.  Bill Alison of the County Health Dept. has turned it over to the Environmental Division of the Sheriffs Dept.  

Discussion was held on the law for contractors trailers parked in the roadway.  Chief Rader stated that the trailer must be broke down or it is in violation.


Sigmund asked that the Zoning Board work immediately on regulations for wind turbines.  Several residents are looking into installing one and at this time there is nothing in the zoning regulations to follow.
Fiscal Officer


Canfield motioned to approve the July financial reports as presented, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Canfield motioned to approve the bid from Karvo Paving for the Issue II work on Whitney Road with them being the lowest and best bid at $85, 120.00, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Burnett motioned to approve Resolution 2009-12, a Resolution authorizing the joint Issue II project application with Penfield Township for Webster Road; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Burnett motioned to approve Resolution 2009-13, A Resolution authorizing the fiscal officer to apply for Issue II grant funding for Whitney Road, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Trustees Comments


Canfield thanked the Fire and EMS on a recent call to an accident involving a family member.

Burnett noted that after the last meeting Tim Mahoney from Rural Water contacted him about the concern expressed at the last meeting about water pressure in the township.  The replacement of the water line currently being done on Route 18 will directly affect township residents with increased water pressure of between 30 and 40 pounds.  The new water tower in Rochester will also increase the pressure.  

The 6% rate increase this year will again be realized next year but will be the final increase at this time.  This increase in rates is paying for the improvements in the lines and water tower construction.
