LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

October 12, 2009

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Burnett called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with Canfield and Burnett present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting as presented; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Joel Large, the General Manager of GLW Broadband was present to address the concerns of Mrs. Shamblin of Kipton Nickle Plate Road.  She had asked why high speed internet was not available in her area.  He stated that at this time 594 homes in the township can get high speed internet and phone.  190 homes do not have that ability.  The area served is contingent on the percentage of people in a given area.  The cost to run new lines is $5,000.00 to $7,000.00 per mile for material plus $10,000.00 for labor costs.  Stimulus funds have been applied for to extend the high speed internet and phone accessibility but there is no guarantee on receiving that money and the amount to be awarded is limited.  Burnett stated that he does not have access to high speed internet and he is on a main highway.
Cemetery 

Klocek discussed Veteran’s Day ceremonies which will be held on November 11 at 7pm.  He introduced Ken Sedlak from VFW Post 1079 who is interested in being part of the ceremonies.


Klocek reported on the recent dumpster day and that 110 residents signed in.  The next dumpster day will be held on November 14.  


He also reported on the Historical Society’s Show and that 110 people signed in at their event.  


The Lions Parade will be held on Tuesday, October 27 where they will be collecting canned food for the food bank.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the September report.  He announced that they will not be checking candy at the Fire Station on Trick or Treat due to the liability factor.  On Saturday, October 24 they will be holding drivers training for the personnel on the fire trucks.


Canfield motioned to approve $250.00 plus $60.00 hotel cost for Rader to attend Scene of the Accident Training including extrication, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call –all yes.


Burnett motioned to approve the purchase of three new two drawer file cabinets at a cost of $700.00; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Straub gave the September EMS report.  A demonstration was given of the new cots and stair chairs.  

Road and Bridge


French reported that they are working on Whitney Road preparing for Karvo to start the paving job.  They are also working on Biggs Road between Wheeler and Indian Hollow.  He will have prices at the next meeting on snow wheels for the snow blade.

French discussed the water problem in the garage.  Sometimes it gets up to four inches deep.  They could either cut the concrete and bore to the drain or cut a trench and then re-concrete.  Utility Construction will be contacted for pricing to bore.

Tomorrow a new Hustler mower is going to be brought out for them to try.  This is a 60 inch with full discharge.  The prices are going up at the first of the year if we are interested.  Also a new one ton truck is needed.  The current one is a 1996.  Prices will be checked.

Zoning


No permits were given since the last meeting.  The Moyse property on Indian Hollow still has unauthorized vehicles on site.  The Prosecutor will send the owner another letter to remove the vehicles.

The trash on another property on Indian Hollow Road is accumulating again.  The Sheriff will be contacted to make another visit.
