October 26, 2009

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present. Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting with corrections; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – Ford, abstain, Canfield, yes, Burnett, yes. 
Public Participation

Hilda Hollingshead commented on the recent accident at Whitehead and Route 303 and asked how many people have to die there before the trustees will do something. Canfield noted that she called ODOT about the intersection and they stated that the area is still under review.  She also contacted the County Engineers Office about the possibility of placing rumble strips at the intersection.  He will speak to the County Engineer about this.  Burnett stated that he also called the Engineers Office and they stated that ODOT has jurisdiction on stop signs.  He did find out that the Lorain County Health Department has a review meeting after every traffic death in the county and he asked if the township could have a representative at the next meeting.  They didn’t know if this was possible because no one had ever asked but will check into it.  In the past the township has offered to pay for the signs but that is not allowed according to ODOT.


Bill King from the historical society was present to discuss the group taking over the Grange Hall purchased earlier this year.  Burnett asked the group to stay for a work session following the meeting.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader responded to the discussion of the accident at Whitehead Road and stated that drivers needed to pay attention to the road and stay off cell phones and texting.  The last two deaths at the intersection were people from the area or familiar with the intersection.

Burnett asked about a loud explosion heard throughout the township the previous week.  Rader reported that a resident decided to have a bon fire with the help of gasoline which caused the explosion.  No one was injured in the explosion.

Cemetery


French reported on the mower that is being used as a demo.  It is a gas mower with a full cut and a lifetime warranty.  Cost now is $8499.00 but there will be a price increase in January.  No action was taken.


French also commented on Karvo Paving who did the road work on Whitney Road.  He said it was a pleasure working with them and they did an excellent job.

Canfield motioned to approve the financial reports for September which were presented for review at the last meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
