November 9, 2009

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
Public Participation

Randy Moyse Jr., of Indian Hollow Road asked about the variance application online and was looking for the proper wording to fill it out.  Sigmund stated that he should fill it out and apply for a home occupation.  Moyse stated that he wanted to get in compliance and stop all of the nonsense going on with the neighbors and get his situation handled properly.  He also asked about a building permit and the procedure.  Sigmund said he would submit the application to him and he will forward it to the Lorain County Building Department.


Ken Keiffer from Northern Ohio Realty and a representative from Sovereign Title were present to sign paperwork for the purchase of property at 105 North Center.

Cemetery


Klocek noted that Veteran’s Day ceremonies will be held on the 11th at 7pm.  He sold one cemetery lot and had two funerals.  The last dumpster will be held on Saturday, November 14.


Canfield motioned to approve the purchase of a lawnmower from Baker Vehicle Systems at a cost of $8499.00; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the Fire report from October.  A driving class was held for all personnel and several school tours of the station have been given.  


After discussion Canfield motioned to hire Jason Monschein as a firefighter who is already trained, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Mr. Moyse asked about burning on your property.  Chief Rader noted that if you grow it you can burn it.  Fires should be no more than 5 cubic feet in area.


Straub gave the EMS report for October.

Road Dept.


French reported that a guardrail has been put in at the railroad tracks on Whitney.  He attended the Trustee meeting at Penfield and spoke to them about the Issue II work to be done on Webster Road.

They have been berming and ditching and a reflectivity test on the street signs is being finished up.

Zoning


Sigmund reported that one permit has been issued since the last meeting.  The resident on Indian Hollow Road in the Rader house was indicted for a felony on open dumping.  The property has been cleaned up.  The health department asked how the trustees plan to handle a situation like this in the future.  The resident could not afford garbage pickup.  Trustees made no decision.

Fiscal Officer


Canfield motioned to certify to the county the mileage for the township at 15.17 miles, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Moore announced that the green recycling containers will be delivered by Allied Waste in the township after Thanksgiving.  Residents will have to go online to register to take advantage of the credits available.


Moore announced that to date the receipts for EMS charges for services is $106,819.20.  Annually this money has been transferred to the Equipment Fund and she advised trustees to decide soon what they wanted to do this year.

Burnett noted that they will have a meeting this week and the Rochester tower is almost complete.

LORCO


Trustees were notified that the EPA has issued a permit to install.  Burnett asked Canfield why the permit and the loan were in the name of Avon Lake and LORCO.  Does this mean that ownership of the lines will eventually go to Avon Lake?  Canfield said no that the grants had to be filled out with Avon Lakes name on them and they had to get the loan because LORCO could not qualify.
