This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.   Ford motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting with a spelling correction; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Klocek noted that the Veterans Day ceremonies went off well.  He thanked the LaGrange Hardware for the use of the tent and Page Equipment for the lighting.

Four funerals have been held and he is working on his yearend report.  The Fireman’s Country Music Show will present Shenandoah as a performer this year.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the November report. Canfield and Ford agreed to once again serve on the Fireman’s Dependency Board.  All new radios have been put into use and they are on the new frequency.  


Rader asked to purchase three new sets of turnout gear at a cost of $1711.95 each for a total of $5135.85.  Also needed are four helmets and four face pieces and one pair of boots.  All would be purchased from Warren Fire at a cost of $6550.17.  This is state bid price. Canfield supported the request, Ford seconded, roll call –all yes.


Rader announced that the department will be holding training at the vacant house purchased.


Straub gave the EMS report for November.  Canfield motioned to approve the appointment of Jason Monschien to the EMS Department as a medic; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Road and Bridge


French reported that the reflectivity test is done and he will pick up the results this week.  Word has been received that the grant for Webster Road in cooperation with Penfield Township is going to be approved.  He noted that he has a huge stock of salt for the upcoming season.

With the change over to the new frequency on Fire and EMS his radios cannot pick up the calls.  He is going to check to see if their current radios can have the new frequency installed.


Discussion on a proposed ditch program is needed with the trustees especially since the grant to work on Webster Road has been approved.  Ditch cleaning is needed on the ditches that drain Webster Road.  He has gotten quotes several times before to clean these ditches and nothing was ever done so he is hesitant to once again obtain quotes until the board commits to the projects.  Burnett noted that further clarification is needed from the Prosecutor on the cleaning of the ditches and also a water study is needed from the Engineers Office to determine how much road water is being diverted by the ditches in question.  French will take pictures of the ditches. He also felt that the Engineers estimates are not a true picture since most residents now run their storm water to the road ditches and also many septic tanks have overflows into the ditches.  Once the water leaves the roads there is nowhere for it to go.

Fiscal Officer


Financial reports for November were presented for review for the next meeting.  Health insurance amounts for 2010 were announced.  Moore stated that she contacted Solid Waste about the grant funding for recycling next year and was told that Mr. Billman has not yet asked for any grant funds for 2010.  Eleanor Gnandt from Penfield Township also added that when she called she was told not to expect any funding.  The township has been reimbursing Allied Waste for the credit given to residents with the grant funding as required by Solid Waste but with the lack of grant funding the township cannot afford to continue reimbursing this credit of $2.50 per household per month.  Burnett motioned to discontinue reimbursing Allied Waste due to the lack of grant funding in 2010, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  Moore will contact Allied Waste and have them remove the credit to the residents as soon as possible.


 Discussion was held on the green recycling containers and if residents who do not contract for rubbish pickup will receive them or if they will continue to pick up the blue bags. This will be checked on for the next meeting.

A meeting was held to pay bills.

Canfield reported that Rob Berner had been hired to replace Fred Alspach.

Burnett reported that they hired Johnson Controls to do a study and guarantee on replacing over 20000 meters with the new radio control meters.  They also paid $20000.00 for their annual permit from the EPA to sell water.
