LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

January 11, 2010

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees. Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
Public Participation

Guy Page from the Park Board was present and updated the Board on the projects completed in 2009.  He also presented the budget for 2010.  Last year the Hot Stove ran the concession stand while paying a minimal rent fee.  They are working on getting someone to run it for 2010.  There is not enough income derived from the concession stand to have a larger business take over the operations.  Burnett asked about the income from tournaments held at the park.  Page stated that no fees are charged for the park as they do not want to make money from a community park.  They do ask then to pay enough to offset any expenses from the event.  Ford asked about charging for parking to make some additional money.  Page stated that there is not designated parking for events and it would be difficult with the public using the park also.


Dave Moulder noted that he is now a board member for the People Fund at Lorain Medina Rural Electric and asked trustees if they have yet set a permit fee for the wind turbine permits.  This will be discussed at the next work session.
Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the department report for the month of December.  He reported that a review of incident reports on vehicle accident sites noted that the Whitehead and 303 site has the lowest incidents in the township.  The highest sites are Whitehead and Meadow Lane and Biggs and 301.  

A Fire Dependency Board meeting will be held on February 1 at 8pm at the new Fire Station and a work session with the EMS Asst. Chief will be held after the next meeting.  Rader also asked for an executive session to discuss personnel.


He is working on getting the road radios on the new frequency.

Straub gave the EMS report for December.  New protocols are out and are being printed for the department.  In 2009 the department had 504 runs.

Road Department


French reported that they have been plowing snow and doing maintenance on the Fire and EMS vehicles.  He is working on the ditch program plan and said the Mason Ditch would be the first one because of the upcoming Issue II work on Webster Road.  He is getting the slope and estimates from the Engineer.  New radios are needed and a radio for the new truck which never had one installed.  He would like three radios for the trucks and one base radio.  A new one ton dump truck is also needed which would also need a radio.  He would like just a one ton with two wheel drive and no plow.

Burnett commended the road crew for the condition of the roads in the recent snow event.

Cemetery


Klocek gave the cemetery report for 2009.  Canfield asked about the fence at the Jackson Cemetery.  This cemetery is maintained by Penfield, Wellington, Pittsfield and LaGrange with LaGrange providing the labor.  Klocek will contact the other townships to discuss repairing or replacing the fence.


The next dumpster will be held in March with all the dates available at the next meeting.

Zoning


Sigmund reported no permits given since the last meeting.  Randy Moyse Jr. will meet with him and the Prosecutor on the current violations on the property on January 26.  Mt. Szalai who is operating a pizza dough business unlawfully is still operating even after two extensions on time.  The Prosecutor will send a letter giving him 30 days to cease operation.
Fiscal Officer


Financial reports for December were presented for review for the next meeting.  Moore reported that all State, Federal and Local tax reports are complete and filed and the 2009 financial report is compete and filed.  W-2 forms have been completed and given out.  The Issue II request for payment has been completed and all labor reports filled out.  The final township cost for the second phase of the project was 4791.89 after deducted the in kind costs for the labor.
