This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.  Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Trustees welcomed Amy Rutledge, a reporter from the Rural Urban.
Cemetery and Parks


Klocek reported two funerals had been held.  Dumpster Days were announced: March 20, May 22, July 17th, September 25th and November 13th.


He has spoke with all of the townships that oversee Jackson Cemetery and they all agree to assist in installing a new fence.  A letter will be sent to the County Engineer asking them to survey the cemetery and mark all plot lines prior to installing the fence.
Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the fire report for the month of January.  The shifter is sticking on the tanker truck and will be sent to Williams Detroit Diesel to get scanned.  

Chief Rader reported that, through the State Bid Program, a Braun 2010 Ambulance is available through Penn Care at a cost of $151,328.68.  Canfield motioned to approve the purchase from Penn Care at the 2009 bids rates; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Canfield noted that Assistant Chief of EMS, Todd Straub, has not had a pay increase in three years. He is doing an excellent job with the department.  Canfield motioned to increase his pay $50.00 per month effective March 1 for the February pay period, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Rader thanked Dave French and George Howard for being on standby during the recent snow events in case the squad needed assistance getting to locations.


Straub gave the EMS report for January.

Road and Bridge


French reported that they are doing truck maintenance and continue plowing and keeping roads open during this recent snow period.  He is obtaining bids for a new truck and getting information on the ditch projects for this year.  

Radios are needed and necessary due to the new updated radio frequencies.  Four radios and antennas plus a base radio are needed at a total cost of $2214.50 from B&C Communications.  Canfield motioned to approve the purchase; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Canfield motioned that the secretary send a letter to the County Engineer asking them to assist in the engineering and site work to be done with the Village and the school for the sidewalks on 303 east, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  

Zoning


Sigmund reported that one permit had been issued since the last meeting.  He noted that the Prosecutor has sent a letter to Mr. Szalai on Whitehead Road to cease operation of his pizza business but so far he has not stopped.  Mr. Szalai’s attorney called the Prosecutor and told him they would be out by February 14th.

Randy Moyse, Jr. met with him and the Prosecutor regarding his truck issue.  The question is the GVW of the truck in question.  The gross weight is over 26000 pounds and according to zoning regulations it is in violation.  Mr. Moyse was in attendance and stated that he is willing to make application for a variance to have the truck on the property but the vehicle is titled as a recreational vehicle and is not permitted to haul commercial trailers.  

Fiscal Officer


Financial Reports were presented for the month of January.  Health insurance contracts from the County were presented for signature.  Canfield asked for time to read through the contract.  Copies will be provided for the board to review for the next meeting.

Arrow Uniform provided a new contract for renewal.  Canfield motioned to approve the contract for an additional three years; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.



Burnett updated the audience on the appeal and lawsuit issued against the Commissioners in reference to the County Association recommendation that Canfield be appointed the representative to the NOACA Board.  Burnett motioned to approve Resolution 2010-05, a Resolution supportive of the appeal taken by the LCTA through its executive officer, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – Burnett, yes, Ford, Yes, Canfield, abstain.
