This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees. Ford called the, meeting to order at 7PM with all members of the board present.  Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call- Ford, abstain, Canfield, yes, Burnett, yes. ​all yes. 

Public Participation 

Sherry Chase from the Zoning Commission asked if the board had reviewed the Land Use Plan revisions that were presented at the last meeting and if they had any questions.  The board said they would review the revised plan and write down any questions or concerns.

Cemetery


Klocek reported one funeral and two lots sold.  Cemetery cleanup must be done by April 5 or any items left will be disposed up.  Jennifer Hunter contacted him to have the sign at River Road maintained.  The paid for the sign in memoriam for their son and will pay to have it maintained.


The next dumpster day is March 20 and he requested a work session with the board to discuss projects needed for the year.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the February report for the Fire Department.  After discussion Canfield motioned to pay up to $850.00 for Metzger and Norton to attend Firefighter I training, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Straub gave the EMS report for the month of February.

Road and Bridge 


French reported he met with the engineer on the sidewalk installation on Route 303 and explained the two options for the culvert over the creek.


French asked for a work session after the next meeting on work to be done on Webster Road.


French reported on prices for a new 550 diesel truck under the state bid program.  Total price with an extended frame and full length tool box is $61,554.15.  No action was taken.


Canfield asked about the sign evaluation.  French noted that there were not many problems but a few of the signs were too low.

Zoning


Sigmund reported no permits given since the last meeting.  Mr. Szalai and the pizza business on Whitehead Road were supposed to be closed last weekend and he will stop there on the way home to check it.


Mr. Moyse on Indian Hollow Road was to file an appeal for an additional commercial vehicle on the property but has not.  He will follow up with him.


He reviewed the revisions to the Land Use Plan and has some corrections he will combine with the trustees concerns.


The Lorain County Community Development censes is complete.


He thanked Chief Rader for participating in the Right to Read Week at the school.

Fiscal Officer

The February financial reports were presented for review for the next meeting.  A representative from LORCO will be at the next meeting to give an update on their progress.


A letter was received urging all residents to complete and return their census as this is a basis for Federal and State funding.  A letter was read from Lorain County Community Development announcing grant funds available for residential updates.


Canfield motioned to approve the salt contract with ODOT for the 2010-2011 periods with a stated purchase of up to 400 tons; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

RLCWA


Burnett reported on a meeting held about the new water meters and the results of a study.  The approval of the meters was passed by the board pending financing from the State.  Cost came in a just over $8 million for 20000 meters.  They come with a 20 years guarantee and are guaranteed to save them money or Johnson Controls will pay the difference.  
LORCO


Canfield noted that they were in court again which only drives up the cost of the project.  Miles of pipe are in and problems arose when water and other utilities were not marked properly.  Bottom line is that sewers are being put in to protect our drinking water and the community.

Burnett motioned to spend up to $9000.00 for the sidewalk installation; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Burnett asked that the $50000.00 for the Park Board be drawn up for the next meeting.  The clerk asked if they needed it right away because she has always waited until the tax settlement is received to give them their share.  He said they could wait.


Burnett asked that at the next work session they discuss the future of the Grange Hall and the work needing to be done as the Historical Society is anxious to get in it.  He would also like to discuss the pay rate of the Zoning Boards and will get rates from other townships to compare.
