March 22, 2010

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7pm with all members of the board present.  Burnett motioned to approve the minutes of the March 8 meeting; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Janice King from the Historical Society was present to check on the status of the availability of the Grange Hall.  Burnett stated that they needed to hire an architect and structure engineer to inspect the building and advise what improvements need to be done.  

Rob Berner from LORCO was present with Jin McConnell to update the board on the progress of the installation of the initial sewer lines for LORCO.  Charles Brown from Wheeler Road expressed concern about LORCO and a statement he heard that if bills were not paid the amount would be assessed to the homeowner’s property taxes.  All agreed that this was the legal procedure for any entity to recover costs as the township does with mowing abandoned properties.  Mr. Brown was also concerned over the proposed monthly fees which he heard were going to be $100.00 per month.  Mr. Berner said the fees should be not more than $50.00 per month and tap in fees are now set at $5000.00 but could go up in the future.  Mr. McConnell gave a history of LORCO and the conception of the program.


Sherry Chase from the Zoning Commission stated that the board had discussion with the Fire Chief on adding open burning restrictions to the Zoning Resolution and it was decided that laws currently in place are sufficient.
