This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Burnett called the meeting to order at 7:0pm with Canfield and Burnett present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting with a spelling correction; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – Canfield, yes, Burnett, yes.

Cemetery 

Klocek obtained prices on mulch for the playground at the Vet’s Park.  Tire mulch would cost $42,000.00 for the area and playground mulch and barrier as was purchased last time would cost $6500.00.  Canfield motioned to purchase the playground mulch and barrier at a cost of $6500.00, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


At the last dumpster day three boxes were filled with a total of 70 people attending.  Requests have been made for a tire box for farm tires since no location will accept them.  Canfield will check with the Farm Bureau to see if they would sponsor a box along with the County Association for used tires around the county.


Discussion was held on the fence at Jackson Cemetery and the many hours that have been spent out there cleaning up brush for the replacement of the fence.  Canfield supported the purchase of a new fence from Ridge Lumber at a cost of $4745.29 which will be split between four township that take care of the cemetery, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


French also thanked the village employees for their help on the project.


Canfield recognized the passing of Richard Holcomb and asked that the secretary send a letter to the family and that the township purchase a tree to plant the park in his memory, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the Fire and EMS report for the month of March.  Due to the repair of the pumper truck we received several mutual aid responses last month.  

Canfield motioned to hire Brandon Kuzak and Melissa Lilly as firefighters with both needing training, Burnett seconded the motion roll call – all yes.

Road Department


French asked trustees to approve the purchase of tile for the Webster Road project at a cost of $10,957.00 which will be split with Penfield Township for the project.  Burnett motioned to spend up to $11,000.00 for material; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

French asked for approval to purchase 500 feet of 12 inch stock material at a cost of $2200.00 for various projects.  Canfield supported the request, Burnett seconded, roll call – all yes.


French reported that the tile on Whitney Road by the railroad needs to be replaced with 15 inch tile for drainage with the material to cost $1573.00.  Canfield supported the request; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Ford arrived at the meeting at 7:10pm.


Canfield supported the request for the purchase of road signs and reflective posts at a cost of $381.90, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Burnett motioned to approve the purchase through state bid program of a one ton truck from Bass Ford and miscellaneous parts from Newell Equipment at a total cost of $61,545.15, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
