LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

April 26, 2010


This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Burnett called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with Burnett and Canfield present.  Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting with one spelling correction, Ford seconded the motion.  Roll call – all yes.

Public Participation


Mrs. Hollingsworth from Pheasant Run stated that the vertical axis wind turbine in Pheasant Run has been causing several complaints because of flickering effects.  Pheasant Run does have nuisance regulations but she came to the township first for their recommendations.  Canfield asked that they provide a copy of the Pheasant Run by laws and regulations in regards to nuisances and to obtain written complaints from residents.

Canfield acknowledged the passing of Tom Stetak and Dick Holcomb, both members of our zoning boards.  She motioned to plant two evergreen trees in memory of them at the Community Park with the assistance of Wilcox Farms, and to send a letter to the families notifying them of the planting, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
Fire and EMS


The EMS report for March was given.  Brad Rider and Alec Krugman passed their paramedic tests.  The new computers should arrive by the end of May and the new EMS squad should arrive sometime in August.

Fiscal Officer


Burnett motioned to approve the financial reports for March; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

There are currently two openings for alternate members on the Zoning Commission and one opening on the Board of Appeals.  Burnett motioned to move Dave Moulder from the alternate position on the Zoning Commission to the vacancy left by Tom Stetak; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Canfield motioned to approve a donation to the Civic League for the purchase of flowers for areas of the township; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


It was announced that the appeal hearing for Randy Moyse Jr. was continued until May 18 due to the fact that the board determined that he must file for a home occupation permit.

After review of the bills, Canfield motioned to approve the payment of the bills as presented; Ford seconded the motion, roll call all yes.

Trustee Comments


Burnett noted that the Lions Club has been chosen as the recipients of a grant in the amount of $2645.00 from the People Fund at LMRE for new lighting in the Lions Park.


After a brief intermission, the meeting continued with residents from the Webster Road area.  Discussion was held on the cleaning of the Hastings Ditch and Burnett explained the downfall of the project several years ago because all but one resident would sign the petition.  The township now has Issue II funds to reconstruct and widen Webster Road west of 301 which would also include ditching the road ditches to improve the flow of water.  Without cleaning the Hastings Ditch the water would have nowhere to go.  ODOT has agreed to clean their portion on 301 leading to the Hastings Ditch and Penfield Trustees, who were in attendance, agreed to pay ¼ of the cost.  Prosecutor Innes was also in attendance and stated that now that the County is not running the project one person cannot stop the project.  Canfield asked that a maintenance agreement be signed by the residents with the money going for the future cleaning of the ditch and she also asked for an updated list of residents on the ditch.


Being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:25pm.
