LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

May 10, 2010

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Burnett called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with Ford absent.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
Public Participation

Sherry Chase from the Zoning Commission asked if the trustees had finished reviewing the land use plan updates.  Canfield noted that she was finished and had highlighted the areas that she had concerns about and Burnett stated that he had also finished.  It was decided that the trustees would attend the next Zoning Commission meeting to discuss the concerns.  Canfield noted that she probably could not attend due to work scheduling and would send her questions with Sigmund for discussion.
Cemetery


Klocek noted that the supplies to replace the mulch on the playground at the Vet’s Park have been ordered.  Memorial Day celebration plans are complete and it will be held on May 31 at 11am.  No funerals have been held.  He thanked French, Howard and the village workers for help in the cemeteries with mowing, weed eating and foundations.


Burnett asked if the toys at the Vet’s park are in good condition or if they needed replaced or repaired.  French stated that they are all in good condition but the slide is illegal and should be removed.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the Fire report for April.  


Ford arrived at 7:15pm.


Rader noted that he had received a letter of resignation from Nathan Opfer who has moved out of the area.  Canfield wished Nathan well and asked that a letter of thanks be sent to him for his service


Rader reported that the tanker had cracks in the tank and some engine problems. Open burning was discussed and Rader noted that no trash can be burnt, only clean wood and the size of the burn is regulated.

Straub gave the EMS report for April.

Road Dept.


Discussion was held on providing a dumpster for tractor tires which residents have to pay for when disposing.  Options will be checked into.


French reported that all road signs have been checked and updated.  A new tile has been installed at the railroad on Whitney Road.


French asked about hiring additional help for the summer.  Canfield suggested that an ad be placed for general laborers and applications should be accepted until May 21.  The board will pick up and review the applications prior to the meeting. The meeting will begin at 6:30 on May 24th with an executive session held initially to discuss the applications.

Zoning


Sigmund reported three permits had been issued since the last meeting.  There are several grass and weed issues he is dealing with.  


Burnett asked for a work session with the Zoning Inspector after the next meeting.

Fiscal Officer


Canfield motioned to approve the financial reports for April; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Moore asked to revisit the playground at the Vet’s Park.  She had received several calls on the condition of the playground and the safety of the equipment.  French restated that the large slide is illegal and should be removed.  The new mulch will help with the safety issues.  Ford also had inspected the playground and noted that there was almost a two foot drop at the bottom of the slide.  Because of the safety issues of the slide and the monkey bars a company would not put down matting so mulch has to be used.  Canfield stated that if the slide is illegal then it should be removed immediately.   Moore asked for permission to apply for an ODNR grant for the purchase of new playground equipment.  Canfield asked that playground catalogs be obtained so the board can see what is available and the cost so that a decision on the grant and amount can be decided.
 RLCWA


Burnett noted that they are sandblasting the main water tower to be repainted.  They have come to an agreement with Cinnamon Lake to provide water to the residents.  They will be installing 20000 new water meters partially with funding through an ODNR grant.  He attended the Ohio convention and RLCWA was voted the best tasting water in the state for the fifth year in a row.

CIC


Burnett reported that they did hold a meeting to pay bills.  Keystone Point has also asked to have their sign improved at the road entrance.

Trustee Comments


Ford reported that the engineers have inspected the Grange Hall and are compiling a report.


Canfield asked about the progress on the planting of two trees in the park.  Burnett stated he thought she was handling the matter.  Burnett will check with the park board on a preferred location and she will then contact Wilcox Farms for the trees.
