LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

June 14, 2010

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.  Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Mayor Strauss was present representing Village Council and stated that they are undergoing an aggressive water recuperation program in the village.  The village is losing about $60,000 a year on water loss and they are trying to correct the problem.  They are considering replacing meters and placing them at the street to monitor any water loss between the street and the house.  He asked the board to have the fill line for the fire trucks finished in the new fire station so that the water used to fill the fire trucks can be metered and paid for by the township.  They feel it is not fair to the residents to pay taxes and additionally pay for water to put out fires.  Chief Rader noted that according to ORC it is not legal to bill fire departments for water used to put out fires. He stated that they use water from RLCWA for training and fires and are never billed for usage.  Burnett stated that he has taken it for granted that the fire department did not pay for water and that the line was put in the new station for convenience.  Currently the trucks are refilled from the fire hydrants.  Discussion on other departments brought up the fact that possibly they are metered and not charged for water used. Canfield stated that she will check with legal counsel on this matter.  
Cemetery 

Klocek reported on Memorial Day and thanked everyone for their help.  The mulch is in at the Vet’s Park playground and the slide has been removed.

He reported on funerals held and lots sold.  The next Dumpster Day is July 17.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader noted that the departments had a busy month of May and gave the monthly report.  A $300.00 donation has been received from Columbia Gas for assistance in a tank fire.

A movie crew will be on Biggs Road the end of June.  The board gave their ok to have vehicles and personnel participate as long as it does not interfere with coverage of the township.


Straub gave the May report for the EMS department.  The service agreement for the Lifepak 12 expires in July.  Canfield motioned to approve the purchase of a new contract at a cost of $2070.00; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call -all yes.
Road and Bridge


French reported that, due to the rainy weather, work on the Webster Road project has come to a halt.  

He has been notified that an Issue II grant has received for the widening and resurfacing of Whitney Road in the amount of 108,186.00.  Burnett motioned to ask the Engineer to compile the bid packets and put the project out for bid, with the bid opening on July 12 at 7pm.; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


French stated that slag for chip and sealing roads will cost $22.00 per ton and approximately 350 tons is needed.  Burnett motioned to approve the purchase of up to 400 ton of slag for the chip and sealing of roads, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Zoning


Sigmund reported on permits given.  He reported that Randy Moyse, Jr. has been sent violations by the Prosecutor to clean up the storage boxes and truck on his property.  Sigmund has met with the homeowner in Pheasant Run in regards to the flickering of his wind turbine.  New blades have been received and will be installed by Monday.

Burnett motioned to approve the updates in the Land Use Plan as presented by the Zoning Commission; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Fiscal Officer


Financial reports for May were presented to the board for review.  At the last meeting the board voted to hire Jeremy Hughes as seasonal help but no rate of pay was mentioned.  Moore stated that she paid him at the same rate as the re-hired employee from last year of $10.00 per hour if that was correct.  Burnett motioned to pay Jeremy Hughes at the rate of $10.00 per house; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Moore asked about her request of applying for an ODNR grant to purchase new playground equipment for the Vet’s Park.  Catalogs of equipment have been received and Canfield stated that they will be reviewed at a work session after the next meeting to see what is available.


The Board signed the final audit forms from the State Auditor’s Office and also waived the request for a post audit hearing.

Burnett stated that they have started installing new meters and the big tower at the office has been repainted.  The Rochester tower will go online this week.

Burnett motioned to pay Sherry Chase, secretary of the Zoning Commission, a onetime bonus of $200.00 for the extensive work she did on the updates to the Land Use Plan, and Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Canfield asked if any mail for the trustees could be taken to the office when it’s received so that they would know about any upcoming meetings or events.  Mail will be delivered to the office when received and calls will be made to the trustees to let them know they have mail to pickup.
