LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

June 28, 2010


This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:02pm with all members of the board present.  Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting as presented, Ford seconded the motion.  Roll call – all yes.

Public Participation


Dan Ebenschweller asked about the boil alert recently issued by RLCWA in Pheasant Run due to a high bacteria count.
Burnett stated that he had not heard anything about this but will check with the board.


Mrs. Hollingsworth said the wind turbine has had the new blades installed but now there is an issue with a shadow effect in the evenings.


Dave French was present representing the Lions Club and reviewed all of the projects they contribute to.  He asked for a donation towards the fireworks display at this year’s festival.  Burnett motioned to approve a donation of $1250.00 to the Lions Club; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Sherry Chase noted that the updated Land Use Plan has been sent to the Lorain County Planning Commission.


Ford motioned to appoint Roger Bender as an alternate to the Zoning Commission; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Rod Seabold from the Historical Society was present and announced that this year’s historical show and presentation will be held on October 2.  Trustees had no problem with the two fire stations being used.  He asked about the status of the Grange Hall renovation.  Burnett noted that a report has been received and plans need to be drawn up.

Fire and EMS


Canfield motioned to approve a contract with Verizon for the EMS modems which are provided free of charge by Elyria Memorial Hospital at a cost of 10.40 per month, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Discussion was held on the placement of water meters at the fire station.  Chief Rader referred to ORC 743.09 which disallows charging for water to put out fires and stated that he had spoken with several village departments and they also stated that charging is illegal.  Burnett felt that if the meters could be installed and the water metered that would help the village know what amount was being used.  He could possibly get the meter donated by Rural Water.

French reported that the Webster Road project is at a standstill due to the rain.

An appeal has been filed by Randy Moyse Jr. on the ruling by the Board of Appeals.
Fiscal Officer


Canfield motioned to approve the financial reports for May; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
