July 12, 2010

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:08pm with all members of the board present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Mr. and Mrs. Roberts from Indian Hollow Road were present to thank the Township and the EMS Department for saving his life recently when he suffered a heart attack.  He stated that they had a quick response and good equipment and thanked everyone for their help.  Mr. Roberts also asked the status of the installation of a sidewalk on East Main to the new school.  Ford stated that the project is held up due to legal issues with the owners of the property.
Cemetery


Klocek reported two funerals and he thanked everyone for their help with a recent funeral.  This Saturday is the next dumpster day.

Fire and EMS

Chief Rader gave the department report for June.  They participated in Safety Town in the Village and 55 students graduated.


Straub gave the EMS report for June.  


The Board commended both the Fire and EMS Departments for their efforts and immense improvements over the years. 

Road and Bridge


French reported that they are working on the Webster Road ditching.  Part of the ditch needs to have tiling done to get the water away from the road.  He needs to have an excavator come in to assist in the job and asked the Board for permission to hire this part of the project out.  He estimated the cost to be not more that $1500.00.  Burnett motioned to hire an excavator to clean a portion of the ditch off of Webster Road not to exceed $1500.00; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

French reported that several barrels, lights and cones were stolen on Biggs Road which were left at a culvert they were working on.  The Board instructed him to file a report with the Sheriff and get a list of items taken so that a reward can be offered for any information leading to the recovery of the items.


French noted that the new road truck is here and will be taken to Galion for the additional accessories to be added.


Two bids were received for the Whitney Road Issue II project.  Ford opened and read the bids with Erie Blacktop bidding $142,873.75 and Lytle Construction bidding $132.880.00.  Both bids will be forwarded to the Engineer and the Prosecutor for their approval and review.
Zoning


Sigmund reported that ten permits had been issued since the last meeting.  An issue with a fence has been encountered and he felt that the homeowners need to have property surveyed prior to erecting a line fence.  He will discuss this with the Zoning Commission at their next meeting.

A clean up notice has been issued for a property on Wheeler Road and there is a tall grass issue on Whitehead Road.  He will look into hiring someone to mow the property and assessing the cost on their taxes.

Fiscal Officer


The financial reports for June were presented for review.  A letter was received from the Department of Commerce notifying the Board that all liquor permits in the township will expire on October 1.  The Board had no issues with any of the permits.

Ford motioned to approve Resolution 2010-11, a Resolution Amending Appropriations, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Trustee Comments


Burnett commented that at the last meeting there was a question as to why RLCWA issued a boil alert in Pheasant Run.  After checking into the matter, he found that RLCWA did not issue the boil alert but the City of Lorain did.  Pheasant Run has the City of Lorain  test their water every day and one day they got a false positive finding and issued the boil alert to be safe.


Canfield noted that the Board met with Robin Bell from Clemens and Nelson in regards to some personnel policy issues and updates.  After discussion Canfield motioned to enter into a one year contract with Clemens and Nelson as a consultant on a retainer of $175.00 per month plus $90-150 per hour, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Ford noted that they have obtained the drawings for the Grange Hall renovations to review.
