LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

AUGUST 9, 2010

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Ford called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Dave and Debbie Botos of Parsons Road were present representing several residents of Parsons Road.  He asked who agreed that LORCO would come down Parsons Road and why no one on that road was aware that this was happening.  The residents have been told by LORCO that this is mandated and it is not.  He also debated the use of the forced main grinder pumps that are being used.  Canfield responded that this project has been planned and the plans documented for years.  Botos replied that residents have been told that this involved Eaton and Carlisle Townships only until a letter was put under their garage door by LORCO representatives that they would be coming on the Lagrange side of Parsons Road and into LaGrange Township.  He felt that the system being installed is not a good system and the residents have no idea what they are getting.  Canfield responded that there is a LORCO meeting August 12 at the Carlisle Visitors Center and this will be addresses.  Debbie Botos asked Canfield, who is on the LORCO board, if she was going to voice the residents objections and stand up for the residents.  Canfield responded that she will voice their concerns.

Cemetery


Klocek reported that there are three free dumpsters left for the year with the next dumpster to be available on September 25.  Canfield stated that maybe it is time to split up the men and position someone at Pheasant Run to monitor their dumpster.  French noted that their dumpster is manned by Pheasant Run personnel.


Klocek reported one lot sale and two transfers were given.  There was some property damage at a funeral on August 5.  The insurance company has been notified and a Sherriff report has been obtained.


After discussion on flag back stock, Burnett motioned to purchase 10 American and POW flags, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call - all yes.

Fire and EMS

Chief Rader gave the Fire report for July and Straub gave the EMS report for the same month.

Straub reported that the EMS personnel will be working at the Lorain County Fair two days of the week.

Road and Bridge


French reported that they are working on the Webster Road project and Lytle will be in next week.  He attended the Penfield Township Trustees meeting and informed them on the progress of the work.  

Canfield asked if a police report and list of stolen items had been provided.  French stated that he has not had time to compile the list but will put it together.  Canfield noted that liability issues of the theft when it involves road work along with the cost of the items stolen.


Burnett reported on the potential cleaning of the Hastings Ditch and noted that a meeting with the Engineer and Prosecutor along with Community Development will be held on August 11 to review the options and regulations for the project.  French noted that the State has cleaned the ditch on Route 301.  Mr. Botos asked about a ditch off of Parsons Road and if it could be cleaned.  He was told that Parsons is a county road and handled by the Engineers office.

Zoning


Sigmund reported that one permit had been issued.  Randy Moyse Jr. filed an appeal to the Appeals Board decision on July 22 and the township has 20 days to respond. Then he has 20 days to respond and then a hearing date will be set.  Sigmund will go to the property to take pictures for the appeal process.

High grass was cut at 15505 Whitehead Road and a bill will be sent to the homeowner.



Pheasant Run wants to put restrictions on the operational hours of a wind turbine.  Sigmund will check with the Prosecutor on the legality of this.

A work session will be held following the next meeting on the layout for the proposed playground at the Vet’s Park.  Community teachers and Library personnel will be invited to discuss the layout.
