LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

March 14, 2011

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Canfield called the meeting to order at 7:02pm with all members of the board present.   Burnett motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Dehlia Blackburn of 16135 Whitehead Road was present to discuss flooding on her property.  Canfield reported that she had met with Ms. Blackburn and representatives from the Lorain County Engineers Office at the Blackburn home.  Their conclusion is that the lot is low and a solution could be that they backfill the area with dirt as the neighbors did.  The adjoining ditch could also be cleaned if all of the property owners agree.

Loren Jordan asked for permission to repair the roof and paint the old concession stand at the Vet’s Park ball field.  He is working with Hot Stove to improve the building and haul in dirt to restore the field to playing condition.  Canfield asked that the insurance company be contacted about volunteer coverage and Mr. Jordan will be notified of their position.


Dave Moulder informed the Board that 17 of 24 homes on Rachael Drive and Rhonda Lane were visited by thieves recently.

Cemetery 

Klocek reported that Cemetery cleanup should be done by April 4th.  Any items left after that date will be disposed of.  The first dumpster of the year will be held this Saturday from 7am to 12 noon.  
Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the February department report.  Recently they have had to break into two homes with alarms sounding.  He reminded everyone that lock boxes are available through the department for $28.00 so that they do not have to break in a home with there is an emergency.

Burnett motioned to approve the purchase of four sets of turnout gear at a cost of $8678.00 plus shipping, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Ford motioned to approve Resolution 2011-06, a Resolution establishing and implementing a program to charge a user fee for the delivery of emergency Fire Department services for vehicular accidents provided by the LaGrange Township Fire Department, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Road and Bridge


French reported on the recent damage done to the monument circle.  He is getting a price to replace bushes and plumbing and electrical damaged and is also obtaining a price for upgrading the area.


Old tile on Whitney Road needs replaced where the road culvert has separated.


Burnett reported that the Webster Road Hastings Ditch will be addressed by the Commissioners and they will view the area prior to approving the cleaning and maintenance program for the residents.

Zoning


Sigmund reported that two permits have been issued.  He completed an annual inspection of BK Glass.  The owner has expanded the area into various locations but still conforms to the square footage requirements.  He will discuss the matter with the BZA to see how they want him to handle the matter.

He discussed the flickering of the wind turbine in Pheasant Run with the county and they responded that they have no jurisdiction in the matter as it does not have an effect on safety.  They deal with structural integrity only.  Canfield suggested that the health issue be pursued and asked the Zoning Board what regulations they are suggesting so that this does not happen again.  It was noted that regulations are currently in place to cover wind turbines.
Fiscal Officer


Burnett motioned to approve the financial reports for January; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Canfield motioned to certify the township road miles as 15.180 as determined by the Ohio Department of Transportation, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Ford motioned to appoint Canfield to another term on the LORCO board as township representative; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

LORCO


Burnett motioned to approve Resolution 2011-07; a Resolution requesting the repayment of a loan to LORCO which was advanced to them for a feasibility study in 1996, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

RLCWA


Burnett reported that the moratorium on new water hydrants has been dropped.  The local fire departments are responsible for annual flushing and maintenance.  Replacement or repair will continue to be done by Rural Water.  Chief Rader noted that hydrants are still needed in the Creekside development if water is available.  Burnett will check.

Trustee Comments


Canfield reviewed miscellaneous correspondence.  Canfield reported on a meeting held recently with the village, the school, the county and ODOT representatives.  It was agreed that a cross walk to the north side of 303 and a designated school zone would be the best option.  Applications for such are being filed and possibly a state grant for the project could be obtained.


Discussion was held on the Grange Hall renovation.  Two quotes were obtained ranging from $24,789.00 to $66,819.00.  A work session will be held on the project.  No action was taken.


Canfield noted that correspondence was received that Route 301 between Biggs and Parson will be closed for approximately 30 days beginning April 25.  An alternate route will be designated at the request of the Ohio Department of Transportation.
