LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

April 25, 2011

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Canfield called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – Canfield, yes, Ford, abstain, Burnett, yes.
Public Participation

Mrs. Hollingsworth from Pheasant Run was present and indicated to the Board that the road was eroding at the intersection of Whitehead and Meadow Lane.  She noted that also on Bobwhite the culvert was starting to sink and the ditch is not draining right.  Canfield noted the concerns and will have French check these complaints.

Dave Roberts of Indian Hollow Road was present and asked about updates on the Moyse violations.  He indicated that nothing is being done and feels the Zoning Inspector is not doing his job.  He stated that this has taken way too long to get to court  and Mr. Moyse should have been fined a long time ago.  As a resident of the Township he felt that the Board should not be paying him a salary when he is not doing his job and cannot be contacted.  Canfield responded that she has also had additional calls about Mr. Moyse hauling in scrap vehicles.  In regards to the Zoning Inspector he does need to be accessible but further discussion on his performance would not be done until he is present to state his side of the situation.  Ford commented that Sigmund does have a full time job and a family to support and traveling is part of that job.  He also stated that he needs to be present for any further discussion to state his side.  Canfield commented that job descriptions are being reviewed.  Burnett stated that he did do his job in regards to Mr. Moyse and that the township cannot levy fines only the court can.  Canfield noted that the Zoning Inspector can issue a citation and ask the court to fine him accordingly.  At the hearing the court misunderstood the finding by the ZBA and the suit is being reheard.
Cemetery


Rod Seabold and Bill and Janice King from the Historical Society were present.  Seabold noted that years ago they were contacted about assisting in the renovation of the old fire station with a future home for their organization but nothing was ever done.  Then the Board purchased the old Grange Hall and they were again offered that as a home.  Renovation has began on the Grange Hall but they question the integrity of the building as it has been found to have two broken trusses and leans 10 inches from top to bottom.  They would hate to store items there from the 1800’s only to have it water damaged or worse.  Their consensus was that the money should be spent on the old fire station.  Burnett stated that they had a structural engineer look at the building and he approved it but they are also going to go ahead with the renovation of the old fire station.  They thanked the Board for the use of the fire stations for their Historical Shows in the fall and are planning the one for this year.
Fire and EMS


Canfield motioned to spend up to $137.50 for 10 safety cones; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Road Dept.


Burnett motioned to authorize the purchase of safety equipment at a cost up to $700.00 for the Road and safety services, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


French noted that he is trying to get the railroad to meet him at the Whitney Road crossing to look at the ditch problem but is getting no response.  He had Modern Poured Walls look at the culvert and it would cost approximately $20,000.00 for support walls.  The material for the project would total approximately $30,000.00.  He is getting a price from Utility Construction for the digging.
