LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

May 09, 2011


This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Canfield called the meeting to order at 7pm with Canfield and Burnett present.  Burnett motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting as corrected; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
Public Participation


Sergeant Drozdowski from the Sheriff’s Dept. was present and noted that the Community Policing Officers are gone and he is visiting the townships himself. He stated that the department is operating on the same budget as a couple of years ago and there are currently four deputies on a shift.  They are considering consolidating communications with 911 to save some money and hopefully get back two more deputies.  All calls are prioritized but any crime against a person is top priority.

Discussion was held with the Sergeant on a barking dog resolution.  He noted that Elyria Township currently has an extensive resolution covering dog complaints and will fax a copy.


John Ahart of Indian Hollow Road was present and asked if it was his dog that was causing the complaints.  He has his dog tied out and has received threatening phone calls regarding the dog.


Dave Botos of Parsons Road asked if any word had been received from LORCO on repayment of the loan from the township.  Canfield noted that they have acknowledged the invoice from the township but at this time they have no income to support paying back the money.


Dave Roberts asked about the progress of the installation of the sidewalk on East Main.  Canfield noted that permits have been submitted and she has requested an update from the Engineer.

Parks and Cemetery


Klocek reported that they are trying to get the parks and cemeteries mowed and trimmed for Memorial Day but all of the rain is making things difficult.  The next dumpster day is May 21.  

An email was received inquiring about some electric guidelines near a gravesite.  Klocek acknowledged this and stated that the wires were there prior to the owner purchasing the gravesite.

Road and Bridge


French noted that they are helping George catch up with the mowing and trimming.  Smink electric has presented a quote for the repair on the circle and Burnett will get someone to quote the water repair.  Don Mould will be contacted to present a quote to replace the bushes and all will be forwarded to the insurance company.

Discussion was held on the culvert repair at the railroad on Whitney Road.  He contacted the railroad and is waiting for a call back to see if they will assist in the repair.


French asked about hiring helpers for the summer months.  This was tabled until the next meeting.


He has spoken to Pheasant Run about their limitation on dumpsters.  

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the department report for April.  Personnel have attended an alternative fuel vehicle class and a grain bin fire class.


Canfield motioned to pass Resolution 2011-11, a Resolution to designate a portion of insurance proceeds to cover a fire loss; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Straub gave the EMS department report for April.  After discussion Canfield motioned to purchase two backboards, a traction splint and a vacuum splint with grant funds received totaling up to $1019.49; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Zoning


Matt Mishak from the Prosecutors Office was present to discuss several zoning issues.  Because the court did not give an answer in Moyse’s appeal case he has contacted his attorney to discuss the next step.  Mr. Moyse is still in violation for too many commercial vehicles (over 25,000 GVW) and enforcement on that issue can begin.  The scrapping of cars could be considered a business is up to the Zoning Inspector.  The scrapping is being done inside a building and he doesn’t think the township has enough evidence to prove that it is a business.  Burnett stated that he felt that the scraping of vehicles should be enforced.  Canfield motioned to authorize the Zoning Inspector and Prosecutor to take legal action to resolve the issue, Burnett seconded the motion, roll call- all yes.
Fiscal Officer


Canfield motioned to approve Resolution 2011-10, A Resolution to adjust millage to achieve uniformity, as required by the Lorain County Auditor; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Trustees Comments

Burnett reported that after investigating the report of broken rafters in the Grange Hall he found that there are two broken.  Burnett motioned to hire Zelinka Construction to do the repairs and add extra supports at a cost not to exceed $1000.00, however if additional work is needed or this will not solve the problem they should stop and the project would be reevaluated, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
