July 11, 2011

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Canfield called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with all members of the board present.   Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Cemetery

Klocek reported that the recycled monuments purchased in the spring have been installed.  Ford motioned to purchase six more recycled headstones to replace some of those that are broken and beyond repair, Burnett seconded the motion noting that the bill will be paid when the monuments have been received and installed, roll call – all yes.


Canfield noted that the cemeteries and parks are in good condition and the new fence at Jackson Cemetery has received a lot of compliments.  Cemetery fees will be reviewed at the end of August.

Road and Bridge


French submitted two bids for the replacement and repair of the roof on the Veterans Hall.  Canfield noted that details of the work bid is lacking on the bids.  Ford noted that the type of shingles is not stated on one.  Ford will contact the bidders again and ask them to rebid with more details.


French discussed the replacement of a culvert on Webster Road and noted that Penfield Township would share the cost of approximately $7000.00.


The legal process for the cleaning of the Hastings Ditch on Webster Road is complete and can be started.  French stated he would like to start the work in the fall and take out necessary trees in the winter.  A work session will be scheduled to discuss prioritizing all of the road projects.  
Fire and EMS

Chief Rader gave the June report for the Fire Department.  Two personnel have passed the Firefighter II class and the Department participated in Safety Town.  Burnett noted that the Rural Water Hydrant contract is still being discussed.


Rader reported that a resignation letter has been received from Kathleen Kayden.  Canfield motioned to accept the letter and thanked her for her years of service with the department; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Rader presented three bids to raze the house on North Main.  Eschtruth bid $7474.00, LAD Trucking bid $7750.00 and Archer Excavating bid $6455.00.  The low bidder was contacted to verify that he can do the work within the required amount of time and that sufficient insurance coverage was in place.  Burnett motioned to hire Archer Excavating at a cost of $6455.00 contingent on meeting the time frame requested to raze the building and that sufficient insurance coverage is in place, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Straub gave the EMS report for June.  After discussion Canfield motioned to bill Grafton Township $4000.00 for the use of the ambulance, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Zoning


Sigmund reported four permits given since the last meeting.  He met with the Prosecutor on the Moyse case and reviewed the details.  He will meet with all parties involved prior to the court case.

He is meeting with Pheasant Run tomorrow to discuss grass violations and assessments.  There are several properties in the township that are in violation and they will be cut and assessed.


He created a letter to send to the Lorain County Building Department addressing the complaints received.  A response will be requested by the next meeting.


A variance request for a substandard lot has been received and a hearing by the BZA will be held on July 19.
Fiscal Officer


The financial reports for June were presented for review.  Ford motioned to accept the June reports as presented, Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.
Trustee Comments


Ford reported that a meeting on the installation of a sidewalk on East Main will be held this week with the County Engineer to request that ODOT let the township proceed with our portion of the project.
