LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

August 29, 2011

This was a public hearing of the LaGrange Township Trustees to consider the recommendation by the Zoning Commission to adopt an amendment to the Zoning Regulations regarding sweepstakes, gaming and amusement café establishments.


Canfield called the meeting to order at 6:37pm with all present.  Dave Moulder from the Zoning Commission reviewed the proposed regulations noting that at this time the state does not yet regulate these establishments.  Discussion was held on the parking restrictions and he noted that the parking was made tougher than the General Business District regulations state.  Discussion was held on regulating age limitations. Other entities have established age requirements and the Board felt that adding restrictions would protect the public.

Canfield motioned to adopt Resolution 2011-16, a Resolution Amending the Zoning Regulations of LaGrange Township to include:

1.  Article II Definitions

202: Definitions 

 Internet Sweepstakes/Gaming/Amusement Café Establishments


This means any computer, machine, game apparatus or internet access device which, upon the insertion of a coin, token, access number, magnetic card, or similar object, or upon the payment of anything of value and which may be operated by the public generally for use as a contest of skill, entertainment or amusement, whether or not registering a score, and which provides the user with a chance to win anything of value, whether or not the value is predetermined, provided that such use is not in violation of applicable law, regulation or ordinance regarding illegal gambling.  This term includes, but is not limited to internet cafes, internet sweepstakes, sweepstakes terminal cafes, electronic gaming operations or cybercafés.  This does not include any machines designated for use by the State Lottery Commission.

2.  Article III General Regulations

318:  Internet Sweepstakes/Gaming/Amusement Café Establishment

Parking:  One space per terminal plus one space per employee.

Age Restriction:  All patrons must be 18 years of age or older and age and identification must be verified.

3.  Article VII General Business District

702:  Typically Permitted Uses


Internet Sweepstakes/Gaming/Amusement Café Establishment


It is hereby determined that these regulations serve the township in the interest of the public health and safety.


It is further determined that these regulations also serve the township in the interest of convenience, comfort, prosperity and general welfare.

Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  Amendment will take effect in 30 days.
