Cemetery


Klocek presented cemetery fees from surrounding township for review by the Board.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the August fire report for the department.    He reported that a joint training with Carlisle Township was held at Authorized Transmissions and he thanked Dave Liller for his co-operation.


A county wide mass drill for anthrax will be held in November.  He will submit all forms received to the county for pharmaceutical distributions.


No communication has been received from the Community Alliance on Trick or Treat dates.  Once this date is released the township will accept their chosen date and time.


Davison Smith Architecture has been contacted to provide a conceptual drawing for a fire station addition.  The lease with the church needs to be reviewed and the driveway may need to be moved to accommodate an addition.

Zoning


Sigmund reported that he issued one permit since the last meeting.  Subdivision plans for the Beall property on Whitehead Road have been received.  

Sigmund attended the County Building Department meeting.  At the meeting they stated that they needed revenue to grow but at this time they are only a part time department.  They want to also do commercial inspections in the future.  Last November a new state code went into effect which was discussed.  Some financial institutions are not approving loans without a certified inspection.  The township cannot do inspections but can suggest inspections for safety reasons.  Discussion was held on the pros and cons of withdrawing from the County Building Department.  Burnett motioned to approve Resolution 2011-17, a Resolution to withdraw from the Lorain County Building Department due to complaints from residents on increased costs, poor inspection times causing construction delays and additional inspections being done for small projects, Ford seconded the motion.  Canfield also noted that this was supposed to be a service to our residents and has created several complaints from residents on poor attitude and bad customer service. Roll call – all yes.


Sigmund reported there has been no update on the Moyse case.  Canfield suggested that possibly the Sheriff’s Department environmental crime division could get involved.  Sigmund will check this out.

 Fiscal Officer


Ford motioned to approve the August financial reports; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Correspondence items were reviewed.  An email from Playground World announced a fall sale of a 50% reduction on playground equipment items.  The Board had previously approved $7351.25 match for an ODNR grant applied for.  The grant funds were not available this year and Moore suggested that the funds be put toward playground equipment.  She reminded the board that some items at the Vet’s Park are suspected to have lead paint content and should be removed and with the usage of the library by children it would be nice to update the equipment there.  The board reviewed the items available and will make a site visit prior to the next meeting.

Rural Water


Burnett reported that the hydrant legislation was passed and a new copy was presented to the Board.  There are two options to choose from.  Option one would have the township flush and paint the hydrants and submit a report to Rural Water.  If repair is needed the township would be billed for time and material.  Option 2 is to pay $800.00 a year, which would rise the same percentage as water rates, with Rural Water doing all flushing and maintenance.  The Chief will talk to department personnel and discuss the options.
Community Park


Township crews are chip and sealing the driveway and conduit is being laid for the lighting to the back of the park.
Trustee Comments


Discussion was held on dumpster days.  Allied is researching available options for a monthly pickup of large items.

A work session is needed to discuss park funding.


French will be meeting with Smink electric on the Grange Hall renovations.


Burnett will have pricing on plumbing repairs for the circle.


Ford reported that 214 feet of sidewalk has been installed to the school.
