LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

October 10, 2011

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees.  Canfield called the meeting to order at 7:02pm with all members of the board present.   Ford motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting with one clarification; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.  
Public Participation

Dave Moulder commented that the recent show by the Historical Society was well organized.
Cemetery 

Klocek reported that Veteran’s Day ceremonies are planned for November 11 at 7pm.  Additional service flags for the Veteran’s Memorial have been obtained.  Discussion was held on the cemetery fees from surrounding entities.  Since we are in line with all other areas trustees chose to leave the prices the same for now.

The last dumpster day for the year will be held on November 12.  Dave Kidder from Allied Waste has worked out a pickup program for large items in the township.  Those with regular pickup will be able to place oversized items at curbside for pickup on the second Monday of each month beginning in January.  Documentation will be sent confirming this schedule.


Klocek noted that the concrete pad in front of the community sign is crumbling.  It was decided that when the sidewalk is poured this will be repaired also.


Discussion was held on purchasing playground equipment for the Vet’s Park.  Canfield motioned to approve the purchase of a Kid Zone Duramax Structure from Playground World at a cost of $9880.00.  This will be installed by the township providing it would not void any warranties included.  Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Fire and EMS


Chief Rader gave the department report for September.  The Rural Water hydrant contract was reviewed by the department and they have chosen to approve option 1 with the township doing all maintenance.  Ford motioned to approve the contract accepting option 1; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Rader discussed refurbishing the sign at the Fire Station.  Canfield motioned to approve the cost of $285.00 from Bill Wade Signs in North Ridgeville; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Rader noted that six new tires were needed for Squad 39 at a cost of $1370.55 and that a wheel bearing has been repaired under warranty.


Rader requested an executive session to discuss disciplinary action of personnel.


A contract from the Village was reviewed for the new water meter installed to fill fire trucks.  Canfield commented that there was to be no sewer charges as stated in the contract.  Burnett will take the contract back to the Village to have this corrected.

Road and Bridge


French reported that the sidewalk should be finished this week, and then they will be working on the ditch project on Webster Road near Pheasant Run, then running the electric line to the rear of the community park and then they will proceed on to the Hastings Ditch project on Webster Road.

Discussion was held on repairing and updating the downtown circle area.  New LED lights are on backorder.  Ford will contact the contractor to provide a quote on the current design as well as a new design for landscaping.  Burnett noted that he has met with the electrician for the Grange Hall work and it is on their schedule to be completed then the plumbing can be started.

Zoning


Sigmund reported no permits have been given since the last meeting.  He has sent in the required census data as required.  There have been no updates on the Moyse case and the Sheriff Department informed him that there have been no reports here or in Eaton of EPA violations.

Sigmund asked for an executive session regarding personnel matters.

Fiscal Officer


Financial reports for Septembers were presented to the board for review.  Moore reported that the State Auditor’s Office has inquired on the possibility of putting the township audit on an IPA list for the next two audits.  The board saw no problem with this and agreed.  The Fiscal Officer will inform the State of their approval.

Ford motioned to approve the tax rates for the township certifying them to the County Auditor; Canfield seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Moore informed the board that the Community Alliance has set Trick or Treat on October 31 from 6:00 to 7:30pm.  


Moore stated that the Estimated Certificate for 2012 has been received.  The Budget Commission notified the township that personal property tax is no longer being collected and revenue on the tax rate sheet has been zeroed out.  That is an additional loss of $27,276.00 to the General Fund for 2012.

Trustee Comments


Canfield noted that the Village Council has requested a work session with the Trustees and Park Board tomorrow evening at 7:30pm at the Village Hall to discuss the potential purchase of property.  

Canfield has contacted Weathertite to check the Fire Station gutters.


Burnett noted that the County Engineer did not have the documentation of the acceptance of Elk Creek.  Moore stated that the Resolution has been faxed to their office.  Canfield noted that ODOT has ordered the signage for the proposed School Zone on Route 303.
