LAGRANGE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

December 12, 2011

This was a regular meeting of the LaGrange Township Trustees and all members of the board were present.  Canfield motioned to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting; Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Dave Roberts asked about the progress of the Moyse case which will be discussed under zoning items.

Zoning


Canfield reported on the meeting with a magistrate and noted that the judge did not show up.  Mr. Moyse’s attorney stated that the items in question would be removed but they have not.  Burnett stated that he was disappointed in the court system as we have done everything correctly to get the situation resolved and we seem to be getting nowhere.  A hearing on the case will be scheduled before the judge.
Fiscal Officer


Financial reports for November were presented for review.  Canfield stated that the Zoning Commission secretary has asked that the township purchase a computer for her use.  This would have to be kept at the township office.  Research will be done on old computers the township has available.
Trustee Comments


Delia Blackburn of 16135 Whitehead Road was present to discuss the flooding problem she has on her property.  Canfield noted that she had met at the property with the county engineer and they stated that the water issue was not being caused by road water and that an easement would have to be obtained from a neighboring property owner to drain the area.  She spoke to the property owner and they are not willing to grant an easement.  Ms. Blackburn stated that the county had told her that it was indeed road water because of the low grade of the property.  Burnett noted that several years ago the area residents had tried to get all adjoining property owners to purchase tile to have the county install but all of them would not agree so the project died.  He will contact the county and see what other solutions may be available to her to help correct the flooding.

Guy Page was present to give the board an annual park report.  He noted that the new lighting has not been installed because of the weather but capital improvement projects for 2012 include the excavation of the pond and grading of the football fields.  The park board had determined that football fields and the large ball diamonds have not been included in the ten year plan for the park because they feel there is not enough usage to merit the expense.  The skating rink and practice fields have been deemed more important and they would also like to complete the walking trails and pave them.  He gave an expected completion date of 2015 of the rear of the park.  He asked the trustees to extend their annual contribution of $25,000 a year for maintenance and $25,000 a year for capital improvements through the year 2015 so that this can be accomplished.  Burnett commented that he is grateful to the park board for all of the work they have put in on developing the park.  Doug Gardner asked if any estimates have been done on the increase in annual expenses once the park is complete.  Page commented that they know annual maintenance costs will go up with the added development but no exact figures have been calculated.  Burnett presented a resolution drawn up by the Prosecutor extending the township pledge of $50,000 a year through the year 2015.  Burnett motioned to approve a payment of $50,000 a year through the year 2015 to help fund the maintenance and further development of the park, Ford seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.

Sally Tolbert from the Board of Zoning Appeals was present to give her resignation to the board effective 12-31-11.  Canfield thanked her for 18 years of service and asked if she would consider staying on as an alternate.  She stated she would and would try to attend if called.


Burnett stated that the township trucks for sale have been posted on EBay.  The electric meter has been installed at the Grange Hall.  He presented two heating bids for review.  One from Hometown Heating in the amount of $14,100 dated 12-1-11 and one from Advanced Comfort in the amount of $13600.00 dated 03-14-11.  He stated that Advanced Comfort would honor their estimate although it was dated 9 months ago.  Canfield motioned to approve the estimate from Advanced Comfort in the amount of $13600.00; Burnett seconded the motion, roll call – all yes.


Burnett noted that he has received a new contract from the Village for the water meter at the fire station.  There will be no monthly minimum and no sewer charge added to the bill.


Mayor Strauss was present to see if the contract to participate in the feasibility study with the village on the old high school was signed.  It had not been received but should be available for the next meeting.

Strauss expressed concern over a statement made at the last meeting by Dave Moulder and also published in the Rural Urban on the increased income tax of the village received from 2003 to 2008 coming from Opportunity Way. He stated that the increase was largely from the relocation of the two elementary schools to the middle school and also that the businesses on Opportunity Way did not open until late in 2008.  He demanded that this statement be corrected in the minutes and in the newspaper.  He also clarified the fact that the abatement given to the businesses on Opportunity Way did not take away all property taxes from the two entities.  A portion of their taxes are non-abateable and both the village and township still get a portion of their taxes and the school still get 100% of their taxes due to an agreement with the businesses.


Strauss also clarified the implication that the township may have put in more funds to the park than the village.  This was because the village originally put up more money to buy the property and the township had to pay their share back to keep the contributions equal.
