Trustees Comments


Delia Blackburn from Whitehead Road was present to ask if any progress had been made on correcting her drainage problem.  Burnett stated that he met with the county and obtained a map of the drainage in the area.  The cheapest and shortest route for a drainage pipe would be through the Lacko property and an easement would need to be obtained.  The county did say they would purchase the material or install the pipe.  They would buy the material and the township could install the pipe if Burnett would supervise the project.  He will continue to work on getting an easement.

Burnett stated that at the organization meeting personnel raises were discussed and he is in the process of investigating pay rates in other townships.  He thanked French for his 19 years of service.


Burnett noted that the work on the Grange Hall is continuing and it is almost ready for drywall.  At the next meeting he will have prices on plumbing the building.
