PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – Nick Rossi requested Council work with him on the final paving of Durham Ridge Development.  Solicitor stated that Council took initial steps to make a claim against the Bond due to lack of communication on when the project would be completed.  Mr. Rossi stated economic conditions prohibited the paving completion and his understanding of Council’s impetus at the July 9th meeting was on sidewalk installation and pricing of final paving.  Solicitor clarified Council wants assurances that final paving will be completed next year at an agreed upon time, Mr. Rossi wants release of claim on bond. MAYOR’S REPORT-
1. Mayor Strauss gave the Mayor’s Court report for 11/2009.  Gross monthly receipts were $239.00 with $137.00 to the Village and $102.00 sent to the State. Year to date receipts are $11,110.51 with $6,390.50 to the Village and $4,720.00 sent to the State. 

2. Mayor Strauss gave the Police Report for 11/2009.  The Police Department handled 4 Criminal charges, 1 juvenile charge, 41 traffic charges, 71 traffic warnings, 2 traffic accidents and 27 complaint calls, 1 domestic violence call, 3 thefts, 0 breaking and entering.  Full-time officers worked 1010 hours, part-time officers worked 75 hours.

SOLICITORS REPORT- 
1. American Tower lease: three bids were requested for Village future equipment installation, one received and provided to the Police Chief.  Solicitor recommended looking over the bid and communicating to American Tower.  Mayor received and signed a Request for consent to proposed modification of equipment from American Tower.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT-
1. The annual insurance cost to schedule street lights in the Village is $771.00 a year.  Consensus of Council to not separately schedule street lights.
2. Motion by Kincannon with a second by Dill to authorize up to $770.00 for the purchase of radio equipment for the new F550 truck.  Roll call:  6 yeas.
3. Wastewater influent sampler circuit board was ordered and replaced at a cost of $2000.00. 
4. An application for 2010 recycling grant has not been received.
