MAYOR’S REPORT- 
1. Mayor Strauss gave the Mayor’s Court report for 01/2010.  Gross monthly receipts were $672.00.00 with $400.00 to the Village and $272.00 sent to the State.  

2. Mayor Strauss gave the Police Report for 01/2010.  The Police Department handled 1 Criminal charge, 2 juvenile charge, 9 traffic charges, 84 traffic warnings, 1 traffic accident and 22 complaint calls, 2 domestic violence calls, 1 theft, 0 breaking and entering.  Full-time officers worked 1054 hours, part-time officers worked 73 hours.

3. Progress is being made on obtaining an easement for sidewalk installation on East Main Street with a goal of completion in spring 2010.
4. Status of LaGrange Businesses is mixed in the present economy with the exception of Keystone Pointe showing strong business activities.

SOLICITORS REPORT- 

1. W.A.C. Tower & Maintenance Co presented to Council a proposal for installation of a Police Repeater on the Cell Tower.  Solicitor would like to work with W.A.C. on cell tower lease terms.
2. Proposed cell tower lease contains language stipulating both parties carry 1 million liability coverage with a 5 million umbrella.  

3. GLW contract states service must be adequate to other communities, Council requested letter to GLW requesting annual meeting. 

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT-

1. Zoning sections of annexed property of Hendrix Blvd, Bailey, Riley and Mitchell streets needs completed.  Solicitor to draft Resolution for Council to remit to Planning Commission.
2. Final bids on vehicles and equipment resulted in $13,002.00.
3. Snow blower was slow but effective in deeper snow.
