MAYOR’S REPORT-
1. Mayor Strauss gave the Mayor’s Court report for 4/2010.  Gross monthly receipts were $582.00 with $344.00 to the Village and $238.00 sent to the State. Year to date receipts are $2,109.00 with $1,229.00 to the Village and $880.00 sent to the State. 

2. Mayor Strauss gave the Police Report for 4/2010.  The Police Department handled 1 Criminal charge, 4 juvenile charges, 27 traffic charges, 80 traffic warnings, 1 traffic accident and 45 complaint calls, 1 domestic violence call, 1 theft, 0 breaking and entering.  Full-time officers worked 1040 hours, part-time officers worked 59 1/2 hours and Bike Patrol 0 hours.
3. LaGrange Civic Improvement League requested a donation of $250.00 for flowers for the Square.  Motion by Kincannon with a second by Price to authorize a donation of $250.00 to the LaGrange Civic Improvement League for purchase of flowers to be placed in the Square.  Roll call:  6 yeas.

4. Lorain County Health Clinic requested the Village complete a W9 to receive funds for equipment used by Police to staff the fall 2009 Health Clinics held in the Village.  Motion by Kincannon with a second by Price to complete the required W9 and invoice the Lorain County Health Clinic $71.25 for equipment use during the 2009 Health Clinics in the Village.  Roll call:  5 yeas, Karpinski abstained.
5. Mayor Strauss and the Police Department have been investigating purchasing tasers for the department.  A policy was reviewed by the Solicitor who stated the policy indicates the use of tasers only when there is a threat of safety to the officer or member of the community.  Mayor Strauss indicated that Business Owners will donate some funding for the purchases.  Mayor Strauss indicated the cost of approximately $2000.00 for two tasers.  Council questioned if complete funding available.  Consensus of Council to approve the addition of tasers to the Police Department.  Discussion continued on current Police weapons and benefits of adding tasers to the Police Department.  The Police Chief informed Council of special training on tasers and certification is required.  
SOLICITORS REPORT-
1. Nick Rossi from Durham Ridge Development was in attendance.  Escrow letters indicating funding held by Fifth Third was remitted to DJ Keenan by the Fiscal Officer.  Mr. Keenan to put Solicitor in touch with someone at Fifth Third.  Solicitor to contact Village Engineer regarding any other funding being held.  Rossi indicated he was going to contact Plas Brothers for a quote on the paving when the amount of funding was determined.
2. Rossi indicated the installation of a sidewalk between Dollar General and Scoreboards would start in the next couple weeks.  The Farmer’s Market plans and application have been submitted to Zoning.  Questions on Klingshirn review and fee structure given to DJ Keenan by Rossi. 

3. Solicitor sent easement form to Brad Copley for Harvest Court.

VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT-

1. The bid review and recommendation letter was provided to Council for US Grant Street.  Consensus of Council to approve the recommendation to award the apparent low bidder (Plas Brothers) pending OPWC funding.
