MINUTES OF LAGRANGE VILLAGE COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING

Held August 26, 2010
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Mayor Strauss called the regular scheduled meeting to order at 7:38 PM.  After the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance, roll call was taken with Honer, Price, Gregory, Kincannon, Dill and Karpinski present.  
Motion by Kincannon with a second by Gregory to approve the minutes of the 8/11/2010 Special Council Meeting as prepared.  Roll call: 6 yeas.

Motion by Kincannon with a second by Price to enter executive session to discuss pending, threatened or imminent litigation.  Roll call vote:  Honer, yea Price, yea Gregory, yea Kincannon, yea Dill, yea Karpinski, yea.  Invited Village Administrator, Doug Nusser of Poggemeyer Design Group and Fiscal Officer to attend Executive Session.  Entered executive session at 7:41 PM, exited executive session at 7:58 PM.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION –DJ Keenan stated Attorney Mike Baker contacted Citizens and Fifth Third to get funds released for Durham Ridge Paving.  Banks confirmed funds available; will expedite getting funds to an escrow account.  Keenan estimated 20 to 30 thousand short of paving all roads in Durham Ridge.  Keenan believes all but Robinson could be paved. Keenan has maintained contact with Plas Paving.  Sidewalk by scoreboards will be constructed shortly.
MAYOR’S REPORT- 
1. Martin M Heberling III has resigned as a Special Officer.
2. Took procession of a 1998 Mustang in a drug related arrest.
SOLICITORS REPORT- 
1. Contact from Citizens Bank (formerly Republic Bank) and Fifth Third Bank regarding availability of funds for Durham Ridge:  Senses from both banks there are funds and will be available.  Fifth Third is reviewing their files to make sure no previous release of funds to impact the amount available.  Final position will be confirmed within 7-10 days.
2. Letter to Klingshirn to start process over on Church Street demolition.
3. Letter to Columbia Gas on gas well at 310 West Main.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT- 
1. CSX issued a credit $3940.32 canceling invoice received December of 2009 regarding sidewalks.
2. Land Use Plan update proposals provided to Council.
3. Walkway to water tower paved 8/18/2010.
4. Wastewater plant lightning strike invoices sent to Insurance.  Received a check for $1,828.00 for the damage.

FISCAL OFFICER REPORT-
1. October 8 “Certified Public Records Training”, attending as appropriate designee for Price, Honer, Kincannon and Gregory.  Fiscal Officers Training October 18.

2. OPWC Dill Court application, calculated points for grant at 48 with 35% local share.  Submitted financial data to apply as Small Government.

3. Received second half real property advance of $64,644.70 from estimated total of $92,349.57.  Second half is 12% less than first half remittance of $102,829.72.
4. Jill Warren of LaGrange Library requested hard copies of Ordinances including Zoning.  Motion by Kincannon with a second by Price to waive the fees for hardcopies of LaGrange Ordinances and Zoning.  Roll call:  6 yeas.

5. Transferred title of 1998 Ford Mustang.  Motion by Dill with a second by Karpinski to post Mustang on GovDeals.  Roll call:  6 yeas.
6. Invested $250,000.00 at 1.25% in CD at Farmers Savings Bank.  Current rates at STAR average .11% for July 2010.  CD rates at First Merit currently at .10 %.

NEW BUSINESS- Resolution 2010-727 A RESOLUTION TO INITIATE THE AMENDMENT OF THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF LAGRANGE TO ENACT NEW ARTICLE I, SECTION 106 REQUIRING CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS FOR THE INSTALLATION, PLACEMENT AND USE OF WIND TURBINES AND SOLAR ENERGY SYSTEMS AND ESTABLISH REGULATIONS THEREFORE AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.  Motion by Kincannon with a second by Dill to suspend the rules governing three readings.  Roll call:  6 yeas.  Motion by Kincannon with a second by Gregory to adopt Resolution 2010-727 as amended as an emergency.  Roll call:  6 yeas.  Amended section (C) to state: “…shall be permitted for the purpose of heating swimming pools as a ground array...”

Park Board- Mayor and Trustee Burnett attended, 2010 is fifth and final year of $25,000.00 capital improvement funding.  Diamonds have been regraded.  Investigating training for maintenance of diamonds.
